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Did You Know?!
1. DID YOU KNOW our United Way allocated a total of $239,024 in grant support to LOCAL nonprofit organizations, LOCAL pillar grant projects, and LOCAL community programs for 2018?!  We have a goal to increase that to $245,000 in support for 2019. 
2. DID YOU KNOW our Ride United transportation program provided 545 free rides last year?!  That is an increase of 201 free rides from the previous year! Ride United offers free transportation for low-income, elderly and disabled individuals to their local food pantry in Fort Atkinson, Jefferson and Whitewater.
