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Other Suggested Fundraisers
Listed below are examples of fundraisers that workplaces have run during previous United Way campaigns. Many workplaces utilize fundraisers during their campaign, others use them as the kick-off or close to their campaign.
· Jeans Day/Casual Day
· Employees pledge “X” amount or make a separate, small cash donation to be allowed to wear jeans or casual clothes to work on a specified day
· Customer Donation Box (if permitted at your business)
· Set up a United Way table in your office/building with information about the campaign, the agencies and programs that United Way supports, and ways people can get involved (the United Way office can provide this information)

· Bake Sale or other “food booth” sales
· Employees and/or departments supply food items for sale to co-workers and/or customers (as allowed with COVID restrictions)
· Sale of United Way items (contact United Way if interested in merchandise)
· Have United Way items (pens, shirts, bags, etc.) for sale to employees and/or customers

· Items can also be branded with your company logo included

· Penny Wars 

· Have employees compete by department or team
· Have jars for managers/department heads
· Raffles (baskets, 50/50, etc.)
· Have employees/departments put together baskets of donated items to raffle off

· Hold a 50/50 raffle for employees (can use our United Way raffle license)
· Raffle off employee incentive coupons (examples included in this packet)
· Specific donations to support our partner agencies (can coordinate through United Way)
· Canned food drive

· Personal care items

· Blanket, coat, hat/mitten drive
